Lynda Humble City Manager gave a brief overview of various road construction projects
stating that Merritt Road should be an 18 month project Rowlett Road is in the last phase
The Texas legislature approved three municipal management districts in the last session The
100 acres behind the recreation center is one of the MMDsand the staff is currently in

negotiation with LSC and Stratford Land for a land lease on the property She further
discussed the possibility of a government center but further study was need prior to moving
forward on the project

strength in the medical field
