CALL TO ORDER
Mayor Gottel called the meeting to order at 6:01 p.m.

Wayne Baxter, Chair of the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board, called the meeting to order.

WORK SESSION ITEMS

Discuss the process to rebuild Kids Kingdom during a joint meeting with the Parks and
Recreation Advisory Board. (90 minutes)

Brian Funderburk, Interim City Manager, spoke concerning this item. Stated a part of the
strategy to rebuild the playground, the program needs to be well planned. Some of the
guestions needing to be answered are the following:
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e What is the vision for Kids Kingdom?

e Where should Kids Kingdom be located?

e Is the City prepared to utilize the $100,000 set aside for the rebuild up front or after
fundraising is complete?

e Should Community Development Block Grant Funding be used for the rebuild of Kids
Kingdom, if it qualifies?

e What is the timeline?

e What is the fundraising process? How does the City want to go about raising additional
funds?

Mayor Gottel thanked the Partners Foundation and Councilmember Pankratz for their
fundraising efforts.

Mayor Pro Tem Kilgore spoke regarding the various questions. Stated the vision should be a
community vision. A committee should be formed with the core of the members being the Parks
and Recreation Advisory Board. Stated a good location for the park would be at Herfurth Park.
Stated the $100,000 should be available right now so that modular construction could begin and
add-on construction would be added as the money is raised. Stated the committee should
decide the timeline and be in charge of the fundraising.

Members of the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board spoke regarding a park “design day” and
receiving input from the children.

Mayor Gottel stated parks are an important part in making the downtown area a community.
Stated we need to raise the standards and qualities of the parks that are built.

A member of the Board spoke regarding adding a dog park to Herfurth Park.

Councilmember Bobbitt stated she would like for the park to be rebuilt at Pecan Grove Park as it
has large trees and plenty of parking.

Councilmember Pankratz stated the location that is chosen should be the one that is most apt to
receive the CDBG grant funding as that money will be crucial. Stated we should focus on
getting the grant. Stated the park needs to be built with a home labor force and have people
donating their time and services.

Consensus was reached to locate Kids Kingdom at Herfurth Park.

Mayor Gottel stated the Council felt it was critical to reinvest back into the community to rebuild
the park. Stated the community will need to step up with the fundraising.

Councilmember Phillips stated the funds should be available upfront and the park can be
developed in phases.
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Conversation continued regarding the potential project time frame, approaching developers for
assistance and the feasibility of the CDBG funds.

Interim City Manager Funderburk stated he would rather the City be cautious with the CDBG
fund as we do not want to have to pay back the grant funds.

Consensus was reached to use the $100,000 as seed money to help build the park.
Conversation continued regarding the CDBG monies.

A member of the Parks Board asked if the $100,000 would hurt the City’s chances of receiving
the CDBG funds.

Interim City Manager Funderburk replied the City will receive the grant money regardless, but it
is up to the Council to decide how the money is allocated.

Members stated the overall plan for the marketing piece is essential for future fundraising
efforts.

Mayor Gottel spoke regarding the timeline of the project. Stated the Parks Board will need to do
a walking tour with LaTerra to establish their vision for the location.

Interim City Manager Funderburk stated LaTerra will be able to help us navigate the timeline for
this project.

Mayor Gottel spoke regarding the fundraising for this project. Stated a committee must be
established.

Jermel Stevenson, Director of Parks and Recreation, spoke regarding how the City of Frisco
funded their community playground.

Mayor Gottel stated Mr. Stevenson would begin working on the timeline aspect of the project
and suggested staff handle the events management portion.

Conversation continued regarding fundraising.

A member of the Parks Board asked how soon the City would know if the park would qualify for
the grant money.

Interim City Manager Funderburk stated the Council will begin the process to amend the QDBG
Plan. Once amended, staff can look at the specifics of what it will take for the City to qualify for
the plan.
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Mr. Stevenson suggested the Parks Board venture to other cities and look at the types of
playgrounds to see what models they like and then a recommendation could be given based on
what is available and the cost.

Councilmember Pankratz recommended the committee include an architect and a general
contractor.

Mayor Pro Tem Kilgore suggested the Parks Board set up a committee to head this project.
Mr. Baxter stated “the story” should be told on RTN16.
The Parks Board adjourned their meeting at 7:33 p.m.

The City Council took a break at 7:33 p.m. and reconvened at 7:41 p.m.

Overview of Impact Fees Study provided by staff and the consultant team from Kimley-Horn and
Associates. (90 minutes)

Erin Jones, Planning Director, provided the background information for this item.

Jeff Whitacre and John Akins with Kimley Horn & Associates, spoke regarding the Impact Fee
Study Workshop. Stated an impact fee is a mechanism to recover costs associated with
infrastructure needed to serve future development. The purpose is to determine the
proportional share of infrastructure for all future development. Stated the costs that are
recoverable include: construction, planning, surveying, and engineering; land acquisition and
associated costs; capital improvement planning and/or financial consulting; projected interest
and finance costs; and local share for State and Federal roadways.

Stated the role of the Capital Improvements Advisory Committee include:
* Advise and assist in Land Use Assumptions
* Review the Impact Fee CIP
+ File written comments
* Monitor and evaluate
* File semi-annual reports
« Advise the need to update or revise Land Use Assumptions, Impact Fee CIP, and
Impact Fee

Reasons to update the impact fees include:
* Required by Chapter 395 to be updated every five years

* Changes in Land Use Assumptions .
» Changes in Capital Improvement Plan
» Improve the Program y >
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Spoke regarding service areas, service units, land use assumptions, Water Impact Fee CiP,
Wastewater Impact Fee CIP, Roadway Impact Fee CIP. Spoke as to how impact fees are
calculated. Spoke regarding the various current maximum impact fees and the proposed
maximum impact fees.

Staff questioned the representatives from Kimley-Horn and Associates regarding the differences
in current maximum impact fees and the proposed maximum impact fees.

Discussion was had regarding the Roadway Service Areas as being East/West versus
North/South.

Consensus was reached for the Roadway Service Areas to be North/South.
Members of Council discussed the impact fees.

Mayor Pro Tem Kilgore stated from a marketing standpoint, the City should be close to the
middle of the chart.

Councilmember Pankratz suggested the use of credit calculations for water and not the 50
percent reduction.

Representatives from Kimley-Horn and Associates spoke regarding the project schedule.
A member of Council asked what would happen to the existing projects.

A representative from Kimley-Horn and Associates stated it will depend on how the ordinance is
written. Stated when a development final plats, they are tied to the maximum fee from the last
study; however, depending on how the ordinance is written, the collection rate can change at
any point. Stated some cities allow a two-year grace period after the final plat, but it ties back to
how the ordinance is written.

Interim City Manager Funderburk suggested the City utilize the plat method for the older
projects and the new projects would fall under the updated impact fee study. Also suggested
adding two-year grace period to those projects that are already platted as this will separate the
developers that are building from the ones that are speculating.
